
What can you drive?

Yes. You are not permitted to drive or ride in 
or on any agricultural vehicle. This includes 
tractors, ATVs, telehandlers, harvesters etc

Are you under 13 years old? No. Are you under 16 
years old?

Yes. 13, 14 and 15 year olds are 
permitted to use low powered 
agricultural vehicles on private 
land only. These can be used with 
a trailed harrow or roller. 

Trailers, material handlers, 
spreading equipment, chemical 
applicators and harvesting 
equipment cannot be used.

Yes. On private land 
there are no restrictions 
for use of agricultural 
vehicles, however, 
physical and mental 
ability needs to be 
carefully considered. 

Road use requires 
Category F tractor 
licence with the 
restriction that tractors 
and trailers are no more 
than 2.45 metres wide 
and trailers are either a 
single axle or double axle 
where they are no more 
than 32ins/84cm apart. 

No. Road use requires a 
Category F tractor licence. 
Restrictions applicable to 
16-year-olds are lifted. 

No. Do you have 
a Category B car 
licence?

Yes. Category B car licences grant an automatic 
entitlement of the Category F tractor licence. 

17-year-olds are permitted to drive other 
agricultural vehicles (telehandlers, harvesters, 
sprayers etc.) up to 3.5 tonnes including the load 
carried. 

18-year-olds are permitted to drive other 
agricultural vehicles of 3.5 tonnes up to 7.5 tonnes 
including the load carried.

21-year-olds are permitted to drive other 
agricultural vehicles of 7.5 tonnes and over 
including the load carried.
